Check to See if Ministers are Needed (Before Mass Starts) 

Go to Your Assigned Bread Station 

Go to the Wine Station in the Order You Line Up at the Altar Platform 

Be on the Look-out for Those Needing Help to Receive Communion 

Carry the Vessels with Respect (Use Two Hands) 

Wine Ministers to Take Your Cup Back to the Middle Sacristy 

LAST Bread Minister to Take All Empty Bread Plates to the Middle Sacristy 

Come Back to the Middle Sacristy to Help Consume Extra Consecrated Wine 

Purify the Vessels Before Washing Them

Continue to Extend “Sign of Peace” When Lining Up on the Altar Platform 

Rush, When Distributing the Precious Body and Blood of Christ 

Pour from Cup to Cup (Switch Cups Instead)
